1. Jurisdiction 
The event will be held under the Motorcycle Racing Association (Ireland) Ltd competition rules 
and Standing Regulations including Supplementary Regulations as have or may be issued for 
the event.

5. Entries & Prize Money 
These must be made an Official Entry Form completed in every detail and accompanied by the 
Entry Fee. Entry fees will only be returned in the event of the meeting being cancelled. The 
promoters reserve the right to refuse any entry or return any entry already received. 
 
 

6. Practice Drivers must complete one lap of the course in practice which will run in a controlled manner for a 
12 minute period, (4 minutes free practice and 8 minutes timed) between 5.30pm – 6.30pm 
 
 

7. Start of a Race 



A clutch start with a back folding gate or National Flag will be employed. The Co-Operation of the drivers 
in entering the Assembly Area promptly is required. Machines may only be started in the Assembly Area 
on the instructions from the paddock marshals 
 

8. Course 
One full lap measure 1200 metres approx. consist of rough going marked with rope, stakes and flags. Flag 
or marker cutting may entail exclusion, any driver leaving the course must return to it at the point at 
which he/she left it, penalty exclusion, except where it is inadvertent and no advantage gained. 
 
 

9. Finish of a Race 
To be classified a finisher a competitor must have completed 75% of the distance covered by the 
race winner and have crossed the finishing line within five minutes after the race winner has 
finished. 

 

10. Stopping a race 
A race if stopped prematurely for reasons of force majeure may be run at the discretion of the 
promoters with the permission of the stewards. A race will be re-run should there be a false start. 

 

11. Flag Signals 
The International Code of Signals will be used and such signals must be obeyed instantly as 
failure to do so may result in exclusion. A yellow flag with a black cross will indicate the last lap 
of the race. 

 

12. Signalling 
All signalling for a driver must be carried out from the designated area and the onus is on the 
competitor to make sure that his signaller complies with this request. 

 

13. Starting procedure 
All riders will be lined up in the holding area in the order they qualified, only rider and bikes are 
permitted inside the rope or on the starting gate. Any abuse of this will be dealt with swiftly and 
decisively 

 

14. Any rider refusing medical attention will not be allowed to race further on the day. 
 

15. All vehicles will be checked by Club personnel. 
 

16. No dogs or any other animal will be permitted at this venue. 
 

17. No scooters or bicycles will be permitted
